Turkeys Gobble Up Farragut
Habitat Improvements!

On April 12t of this year Idaho Department of Fish and Game work crews
went out to Blackwell Point and the Jokulhlaup lookout to do some
additional slash pile burning on the viewpoint and Ponderosa pine
restoration project. They were greeted by several Tom turkeys displaying
for a half dozen associated hens. Turkeys typically select open areas
including fields, forest openings, and mature open forest typified by
mature Ponderosa pine stands as breeding display sites. The turkeys
would have been unlikely to use this site for breeding displays in its former
condition crowded with shade tolerant invasive trees and dense decadent
shrubs. As mentioned in an earlier article it will take about three years to
appreciate the full extent of these habitat improvements. In the mean time
it is rewarding to see the how quickly the wildlife is responding to the
habitat improvements.
